[bookmark: _GoBack]Residents in SUNRISE SENIOR HOME are initially assessed and charged according to their appropriate Level of Care (LOC). Our nursing staff determines the initial level of care for each resident, and the level may increase or decrease after the resident settles in and begins a routine.

Charges will be calculated on an increasing scale where residents are assessed every six months to monitor the changes in Level of Care. A minimum of 30 days notice will be given to Residents/POA. 

Other On-Call, In-Home Services Available
These charges apply for all residents. Residents are free to use other professionals for services in-house or at a different location if they prefer.
